1. The individual must be an outstanding teacher of children in an early childhood setting.   
2. The individual should work in a child care center—either as a teacher, director, or aide. 
3. The individual should have  shown a lifetime commitment to the child care field
4. The individual must be a resident of the great state of Minnesota. 
5. The individual must have made a positive impact on the lives of young children. 
6. The individual must have been in the child care arena for more than five years (by nomination deadline).
7. The individual must be a current member in good standing of the Minnesota Association for the Education of Young Children (MnAEYC).

8. Candidates receiving the nomination for Kate Davidson Tanner Early Childhood Award may only receive this award once in a lifetime.
9. Current members of the MnAEYC Board of Directors or the Award’s Committee may not be nominated for this award.
